In World War II I was living in western Washington. Things that we did here stateside, everyone was involved with the war. We all participated, much different than the other wars. My sister, she worked in the shipyard, in Portland, she was a regular Rosie the Riveter. You know that song? (laughs)
Everything we did it was US Savings bonds. We’d buy savings bonds, and, you’d, like in the theater they’d have amateur night, you’d get up on the stage and sing, to get money for savings bonds or on the street, you know, like, on a Saturday, they’d have a platform and, I was one that would get up and sing for the bonds, you know, “buying bonds today”. (laughs) We have to remember that we were all very young, you know, through that time, even the boys in the service, so. We, we didn’t pay much attention to things going on around us, you know, knowing it would be history some day.
