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I was all over, I was in Colchester, they called it, we called it the Buzz Bomb Alley. They come right over us. And then in London, a lot of them come into London. It was pretty bad. I went into one pub, and left and a friend and I went back and about half an hour later the building wasn’t there. So… when they hit, well that was the end of that building. Sometimes they’d come three or four days a week. There was no certain time. Sometimes in London, why I was in London one time, I don’t know how many times, seemed like there was a group of three and a few minutes later another group of three. And they hit pretty close. There’s one lady out in the street, she was an old woman, about 40, to us. And, my buddy and I pulled her into the door way and laid down, we took by her coat for concussion and, it blew the window out around us, she would of got it, so I’m kind of glad we grabbed her. A lot a, air raid sirens. You couldn’t stay up at every one of them, so you just go to bed and go to sleep, you just kind of figure well you’re probably gonna die anyways, so not worry about it. I just did my job. I did what I was told and…and that was it.
