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ERNIE: I flew for the Navy for 5 and a-half years. Dora, she can, she was with me the whole, whole time where other fellas, we, other fellas couldn't go with them, because they were, had to have a... pass to, and she being a wife for a, for an enlisted man, which I was at the time, she was able to, go with me and go with me wherever I went. I she went with me almost all the way to... sho, to Tokyo, but she couldn't stay there, so. That's when I got out of service, it was too much of a, for a woman to be...han, handled with going overseas and everything, it just was too much.

DORA: I followed him as far as I could while he was in the US. And I got clear back to Florida with him. And uh, shipped different places that I couldn't go. (laughs) I didn't get to Hawaii.
It was kind of hard in some ways 'cause you worried a lot. But I met a lot of wonderful nice people, wives and pilots. I did read the newspapers and reports and worried (laughs), until he got back. I was just so glad when he got out.
