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I was a grunt, I carried a rifle. I was in the 16th AIB. I rode in half-tracks, and when we couldn’t ride in the half-tracks we got off and went afoot. Armored Infantry Battalion is what it was. We had tanks out in front of us. They would be our observation points and they’d do our artillery fires, and we’d come up in half-tracks behind ‘em. There was tanks with us all the time. 

That was a… route our old unit took (points). I mean our old division. But I was in C Company which, it also outlines in there. When we left LaHarve, France, I forget the little town that’s there. Well, from then on I wasn’t in the trenches, but we was in (stomp) meeting resistance at all the time. I’m not sayin’ I was in the mud the whole time. I fought with Patton, he was a good man (smiles). If wasn’t for Patton and Omar Bradley and me you guys would still be fightin’ the Germans (smiles).
