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Oh, I drove several tanks and halftracks and….just about everything they had, Six-bys. I’ll tell you one experience driving a tank, you know. They take you out on D & M, and you know, smart Perry, I knew how to drive a tractor, but you don’t want to listen to that. (hands up and down) ‘Cause them tanks; they don’t have bovies like a tractor. When they go over a break, I mean to tell you, if you don’t have your headgear on you’ll break your neck. Unsma. You stick your head out the turret, and when you break over a, a whole log or anything, it don’t come down easy, she (slaps) just slaps you down right there. And you learn right quick; listen to what the instructor said. Just like with a rifle, they told us to keep our thumb down. (shows with thumb)  I didn’t listen; I kept it up, like tore this lip off.
