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And the German people didn’t want was any more than we did, they was good soldiers over there, the Germans. But them SS Troopers (shakes head, frowns). They were born to kill. 

Well, they had dogs and I think, the Germans would hang, them, them SS Troopers would hang those Polack prisoners uh, people, and let dogs jump, chew at ‘em, naked, in the nude. Hang ‘em on lines. And the prisoners we would release, the SS troopers were in charge of them and if they catch you pullin’ a carrot, weedin’ it, and eat the top of the carrot, they’d whip ya. Them SS troopers are dogs.
