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I joined the National Guard two years before the war started. When I graduated from high school in 1940 I joined the National Guard and was uh inducted into Federal Service in February of 41, and in September of 41 we- my outfit was sent to the Philippines, sent to Luzon on in the Philippines.

Our tank battalion was out on maneuvers and from then on we were traveling around on the Island of Luzon waiting for the Japanese and, at, trying to figure out where they would land you see, and then they landed about uh 23rd of December. And, we were involved in the delaying their advance to- until- into Bataan, uh and then at which time we got there the middle of January 42, and from that point until April 9th, 1942 we were under siege with no, actually from day one we had no supply no, no way in or out of the Philippines. They, MacArthur managed to make it. General MacArthur managed to get out of there he went out on a submarine in uh March of 42. And then went to one of the southern islands and then transported to uh, Australia on a PT boat, uh and then became the overall commander of the southwest pacific from there.
