We didn’t have any power. We didn’t have any electricity. Our, our motors were shut down. And, several ships were in the same condition that we were. One right across the dock from where we were, they didn’t have any power either. But they thought we did, so, when the Japs started bombing they went and turned us loose. And we had to pull her back up and tie her up again, or the crew did. I didn’t, I was up in the battle station. But uh, all their ammunition, they checked what we had in the ready box. Go there, but the guns, were uh, was down below us. And they come up on electric hoists. We didn’t have no electricity to pull ‘em up there, so we -- put some hooks on the end of a rope and pulled ‘em up through that, through that hoist. And that’s how we got their ammunition that we shot in Pearl Harbor through that day.
