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ATTACK ON PEARL HARBOR:

Another thing that’s kind of comical about it, you do funny things in a war, when you’re scared to death. He yelled at me and came and grabbed me by the arm and pulled, “get over here and take cover”. Well, I went over by the stack, and the stack had a little awing around it, made out of sheet metal. And they all, about four guns, all of the crew, and just about as many people could stand under there, we’re all, up huddled under there, including Warrant Bosument, he was one of the senior line officers on the ship. And I called this guy who come and got me, kid from New Mexico, his name was Smith, so we all called him Snuffy. And I said, “Snuffy, what are we doing under this thing? I could take a .22 rifle and shoot right through that.” And he looked up there and he said, “Yeah (laughing) you’re right.” And uh, that kinda woke, that seemed to kind of woke’em up ‘cause of Warren Bosuement sayin’ something, damn get back to the guns and shoot, we’re in a war, kinda said something like that to make everybody think you don’t get to run to a corner, you gotta get out there and do this, regardless.
