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The Saratoga and uh, the Lexington come in on Dec… it would have been December the 6th. And they dropped a hook out there, where an aircraft carrier supposed to. And they were gettin’ ready to go to shore, and they supposed to been there, they were supposed to been there for awhile, for liberty and recreation and uh… before the first crew got ashore, they got orders to leave. So when the Japanese hit Pearl Harbor, they couldn-, their planes couldn’t get back. And they come, but they turned around and started back when they come… they got to where they had enough gasoline to make it to us, well then they come in. And we shot ‘em down. Because we had, it was night and they had, radio silence and every gun in that harbor was trained on those planes. And some guy over there, way over, quite a ways closer… fired one shot. And he done a pretty good job. He put it up right where those planes was and… that whole harbor just lit up like that with tracers going up there. And just shot them planes to pieces, you could see ‘em, you could see the pilots sittin’ in ‘em, and their fabrics all gone other then… and they’re just a ball of fire comin’ down. And, another thing you wonder about, the brass in the service. Why have they got radio silence, till they let something like that happen? Ain’t gonna help nut-, the Japanese already knew they done whopped our tails; they just didn’t know where them carriers was.
