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KEN: While the troops was in England before D-Day, you know, you put in your eight hours or ten hours, whatever it took and you got off, it was, it was a job, you know, it's just like a job, and I, I met her at a dance, is where I met her and it turned into more than a dance.

MARY: He was stationed at the Ascot Racecourse, and it was a small country to have so many men there (laughs) and so, we used to go to the dances. They didn't have any entertainment for anybody, you know. And sometimes they used to take a bunch of the girls out in one of their trucks, out to, where they were. And we used to go, because they had lots of food out there (laughs). And we didn't have very much. But we didn't go out to those, very often. But, oh yeah, you could date, there was plenty of time to date 'em (laughs).

KEN: We did not get married over there. She come over here in '49 because, at that time I was single and I didn't believe in... my chances of coming back alive wasn't good, I'll put it that way. I mean I wasn't gonna have nobody, I wasn't going to marry as long as I was in the service. And so, that's the reason she come over that late, yes.

MARY: But we just corresponded for, that many years. Then, then I got an immigration quota and I came over here. We got married in Wyoming and then it; it was kind of a cultural shock, because I had come from London to... Wyoming, which is… (laughs) And then the blizzards… and I froze my legs and my lungs. Sometimes I wondered what I thought I was doing (laughs). But everything worked out fine.
