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I was one of, one of two mechanics. One was in England, when the w-, I think it was November when I got transferred to France, after we had secured a beachhead, you know. It was near Paris and they had bombed that so much that we had to lay our own, what we called, field wire, for our own communications to our companies and stuff.  They needed more lines, to the front lines. So, it was my job to see that the ground, we got the wires laid on the ground, and the machines kept in order to run, and the switchboard running.

I'm most proud of, the station that I put up in France, pretty much by myself. And I'm real proud of this, I wish, I wish I would have taken a picture of it. I really do. Because I know it was used, you know, it's, it saved a lot of lives. I'm sure of this.
