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D-Day -- when I come to work that morning, or you know, come on shift and uh, there's nobody, the communications building which is probably as, probably the size of this hall here, nobody left that thing for 24 hours. So nobody could get out that, the invasion was on its way. And all them teletypes and stuff was all, was rolling all day long, bringing reports from the front lines. And that had to be the most impressive part that I ever…
I mean you're afraid, you know, I wasn't afraid for my life there but, you know, I knew boys was gonna get killed that day, you know, and this is...(long pause)...I'm sorry.

This is something I think should be taught, that freedom is not free!
