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Then they took us upstairs later.  Then I got to talk to my copilot and I asked him what happened to him.   He said,  “Well, I, I was going to be interrogated as you were, and that interrogator had a pistol on the desk in front of me and him and all the run-”  But the weasel-y guy let go of his arm, where he’d been twisting, and took him, let his arm go.  And the interrogator got up from the desk at that time, so he [the copilot] made a grab for that pistol which was either in the empty or he didn’t know the safety.  (He wasn’t going alone!)   And that SS trooper over by the door picked up a wood office chair and come over and hit him over the head with it and knocked him out.  Knocked him and he fell on his back, then [the trooper] proceeded to take his jack boots and his heel and broke all his teeth off in his front and his mouth and broke his nose, and that’s where all the blood was coming from.
