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When we got to Cologne, why, we almost got lynched by a mob at that railroad station there.  The guards we had had to keep pushing that crowd back, but they were losing ground, and they were all set to lynch us. And, so the railroad people opened the door and let us down in the basement, on the landing.  And then the German Red Cross ladies come and give us a bowl of soup. That’s the first any of us had eaten for three or four days. 
And anyway, we went, after we got to Frankfort -- the interrogation, we were in solitary cells, and I was in three days which is a small amount, but you count all the nail heads in the place and they come and give you a little bowl of barley through a door. 
Anyway, we eventually got into Dulag, which was a transit camp. They were getting so many shot-down American planes that they were running out of room. They put us on a train after that and we went to Stalag Luft, one, and Boris and that was clear up around Berlin up on the Baltic, a hundred miles north of Berlin.  I was there for 17 months, which is, with the time in the underground, made it a year and a half I was a prisoner.
