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On Guadalcanal I, I was the squad leader and I had 12 people. And I’m -- twenty, 23 at the time. I think they needed fresh troops to close it out. The marines had been there for, several months and, and malaria was taking a toll. 

Malaria was a problem for many of the service branches that served there, because we didn’t, we really didn’t know much about it. 

I remember straining the mosquito wigglers out of water, from shell holes up on some of the ridges there on Guadalcanal. And then dump a Halazone tablet in it, and let it, wait for along, and then it was drinkable. 

But, it, Malaria was just a, a major problem and a lot more a problem that a lot of people wanted to admit.
