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I look down and here’s one of our guys, a guy from Albion, Skip Fultz. And then all this happens almost simultaneously, I look up and here’s another fox hole with a Japanese in it and they role a grenade out. I can see it’s trailing smoke and I finally got Skip’s attention and he… because I wouldn’t have been able to get down their and kick it away form him, I didn’t have any kind of smooth ground, there was just big holes and rocks. Anyhow he just got the butt of his rifle and then was shoving it away when it went off and he goes, “gung”. And got the medics up there and patched him up, and then I finally decided… because I borrowed Chesari’s B.A.R. which has got the 20 round clip and or magazine… one round at a time. I borrowed it but it was too heavy, I couldn’t hold it up. So I went back to my M1 and finally just aimed it off to the guy with the machine guns, uh, left to my right and then walked it in and I did finally get a clear shot of his machine gun and knocked him back in his hole, whether or not he was dead by then I don’t know. And it’s immaterial whether or not, but he was dead when we left.
