A lot of the difference was for one thing, you had to black out everything, you had, couldn't have any light at all showing, because they had, fire wardens and, if you had, even a chinker light showing through your curtain, they would call you about it. And then of course we didn't have very much food. And, so they put everybody on a ration. And, by the end of the week, you probably just about out of food. You could always have potatoes and bread but all the other...uh, other food was on ration. And, if you had chickens, they'd give you a ration of grain for your chickens, and you didn't get any eggs (laughs). And so sometimes when the service men came, you know, they had better food then we did (laughs). So sometimes they would share their food with us. Actually, we didn't starve, but we certainly didn't have much food. And then even after the war was over we were rationed for quite a long time so...we were glad when it was all over with, and the boys came home.
