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I was on uh, five-inch mounts, I was a fuse setter they call it, they got a hot shell man, and uh a loader- two loaders, a first loader and a second loader, and then uh, and then you got a fuse setter, and then you got a pointer and trainer on the gun, and then you have uh a headman that shoots it, pulls the trigger on it you might say, and uh then uh a hot shell man, he’s a-, the hot shell man is fired and it comes back, the empty brass, and uh you’re at a piece of brass about that long you know and five inches around, and uh it’s pretty heavy, and uh it comes back well then it goes down a-supposed to be a where it goes down in a hole in the bottom of the- of the mount, a and uh and the hot shell man his job is he’s got a big asbestos glove on, poor guy and he uh, you hit the shell when it comes down you just hit it like that or otherwise, and he missed it and it flew up and got him in the-, puttin’er cut his nose off but, he survived that that was a tragic deal, and he survived all right he was okay, but it was something else you know, could be dangerous, most of the time when you’re shootin’ a lot of the time’s it uh, the-they’ll go down by their selves because they’re a certain angle, but uh it was at a weird angle I guess and that’s what a- got him, but that was pretty nasty.
