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I was a dump truck engineer, and we deliver, pick up you know behind the front line. Take the material up to the front line and everything. 
We took the pontoons up to the front line that go across the Rhine River, and put Patton across there. Our job was to take the pontoons up and turn them over to the engineers and then they would lay them across the Rhine so the trucks could go across. All we would have to do is take them up in truck loads and then we would, they pick them up and then they’d put them down and we would go back and get another load.
We would go up so far and then we would wait and make sure that everything was good and then sometimes we would get within 5 miles of where we going then they would put us down. But you don’t unfasten nothing, you stay all ready, because you might go tonight, might leave in the morning before day and when we get them there we give them to the engineers and go back and get another load.

And I never forget one Easter Sunday we took the pontoons across the Rhine River for Patton, General Patton. And I, a little kid up there gave him an Easter egg; she was about 4-years old on Easter Sunday. And she gave him an Easter egg.
